Concrete floors shall be dry to a maximum moisture content of 7 percent, and exhibit negative alkalinity, carbonization, or dusting.

B.
Beginning of installation means acceptance of substrate and site conditions.

C.
Remove ridges and bumps from concrete surfaces. Fill low spots, cracks, joints, holes and other defects with subfloor filler.

D.
Apply, trowel, and float the filler to leave a smooth, flat, hard surface.

E.
Prohibit traffic from area until filler is cured.

F.
Vacuum clean the substrate.

G.
Prepare and prime surfaces in accordance with manufacturer's published instructions.

INSTALLATION

A.
Install heat welded sheet flooring and integral base in accordance with manufacturer's published instructions.

Install cover fillet strips at floor/wall intersections with adhesive.

2.
Turn flooring material up the walls and set in adhesive.

3.
Carefully miter corners and heat weld the seams.

4.
Install cap strip at top of integral base.

B. Spread only enough adhesive to permit installation of sheet flooring before initial set.

C.
Set sheet flooring in place, press with heavy roller to attain full adhesion.

D.
Terminate sheet flooring at centerline of door openings where adjacent floor finish is dissimilar.

E.
Edge Strips: Install at unprotected or exposed edges, and where sheet flooring terminates.

F.
Scribe sheet flooring to walls, columns, cabinets, floor outlets, and other appurtenances to produce tight joints.

G.
Sheet flooring shall be installed over covers for telephone conduits, electrical conduits and other similar items which occur within finished floor areas.

Sheet flooring MUST be cut sharp and clean around these covers so that covers can be removed when required.
